Taught	by	WaterSmart	instructor	and	landscape	architect	Michelle	Landis,	these	workshops	will	
provide	step-by-step	instruction	on	how	to	transform	traditional	turf-heavy	landscapes	into	
thriving	water-efficient	gardens.	Landis	is	regarded	as	an	expert	in	technical	design	elements	and	
she	is	adjunct	faculty	at	a	local	community	college	where	she	teaches	principles	of	regionally	
appropriate	landscape	design.	

The	courses	will	cover	topics	including	turf	removal,	soil	analysis	and	amendments,	selecting	the	
right	plants	for	the	local	climate,	creating	a	professional-looking	landscape,	irrigating	efficiently,	
and	how	to	qualify	for	rebates	for	water-saving	improvements.
